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WILF:
- Convert millilitres to litres.
- Convert millimetres to meters.
- Use multiplication and division.
+ Use reasoning.



Milli means 1/1000
Or, 1 in 1000.

Today we are focussing on millimetres and millilitres. 

There are 1000 millilitres in a litre.

There are 1000 millimetres in a metre.

So, when you see milli before a unit, that means you need 1000 of them to 
get to the unit in the word that follows. 



To convert millilitres into litres, divide by 1000.
To convert litres to millilitres, multiply by 1000.

Use your place value to help you. 



To convert millilitres into litres, divide by 1000.

Use your place value to help you. 

750 ÷ 1000 = 0.75

Imagine a decimal point at the 
end of your number, then move 
it left 3 places for the 3 zeros 
of 1000.

0.75

6 x 1000 = 6000

6000

Imagine a decimal point at the end of 
your number, then move it right 3 
places for the 3 zeros of 1000.

1.35 x 1000 = 1350

1350

First, convert the litres to millilitres.
Then, multiply 650 by 2 (for the two boys) and subtract it.

3 x 1000 = 3000

650 x 2 = 1300    3000 – 1300 = 1700

1700ml



Use the same method for millimetres.
Divide by 1000 to change metres into millimetres.

Multiply by 1000 to change millimetres into metres.

Example:

Change 1.5 metres into millimetres.

1.5 x 1000 = 1500          

Answer: 1500mm

Change 120 millimetres intro metres.

Answer: 0.12 metres

120 ÷ 1000 = 0.12
