Begin to talk about and name emotions 


Introduce ‘zones of regulation’ and the toolkit


Know and understand the classroom routines and expectations


Share and take turns


Develop a sense of membership of the class


Develop independence such as selecting and using resources in the learning environment











Communication, Language and Literacy


Speaking and Listening – talking about ourselves; likes and dislikes


Share shoe boxes from the summer – What did we enjoy doing? What is special to us?


Writing our names


Listening to stories and understanding what is happening, join in with repeated refrains where appropriate


Children follow instructions


Use talk to clarify our thinking and ideas.

Use number names in order


Say one number name for each object counted


Compare amounts eg the same, lots, more


Recognise some numerals (focus on numbers 0-5)

Talk about the people who are important to us

Physical Development


Develop control in large movements such as running, jumping, hopping


Actively participate in physical activities within the learning environment and during structured PE sessions

Take part in action songs and sing some familiar nursery rhymes


Begin to move and make noise to the beat
