	Reading/Writing/ Phonics
Read ‘Egg’ By M.Robertson. Here is a version on You Tube if you don’t have a copy- https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=aEyD_JX5x84
Imagine you get a visit from your dragon pet! He/she came whilst you were out on a walk and left you a letter! (Please see the attached example.) Can you read the letter? Can you write them a letter back? You might tell your dragon not to be shy, or you might want to invite him for tea?
Phonics- We are learning about the ‘ure’ trigraph. If you have a printer, print the words and cut them out. Fold over the picture and only reveal it when your child has read the word. Are they correct? If you don’t have a printer, you could write the words out. How many can your child read in 3 minutes?
