	Reading/Writing/ Phonics

Literacy-Look at the PowerPoint with your parent/carer called a Hen life cycle.  You can now complete the Hen life cycle sentence writing.  You can stick the pictures in the correct order and then write a short sentence about what is happening. e.g. a chick hatches from the egg.
