	Reading/Writing/ Phonics
Read ‘What the ladybird heard on holiday.’ Here is a version on youtube.

The ladybird whispers his secret plans to his friends. Can you write down the ladybird’s secret plan as a secret message? You might write ‘Fill the bag with bones!’ Imagine you are delivering the secret note to the monkeys and dogs! See follow up activity in bottom box.
Phonics

See Attached worksheet. You may notice these words contain what we call a ‘consonant blend.’ This means 2 consonants together in a word that can sound as if they blend together- this makes the 2 sounds tricky to separate. Examples are- br as in brush or cr as in crab. If your child can read the words on the worksheet, try to get them to write a word with a consonant blend.
Continue to get your child to read with you as much as possible. You can create an account on the Oxford Owl website and access lots of free ebooks. We would have been reading book bands 1,2,3 mostly at school. https://home.oxfordowl.co.uk/books/free-ebooks/
