	Primary source
	Raw materials of history – original documents and objects that were created at the time of the period. These include statues, letters, diaries, coins, and clothes.

	Secondary source
	A document or recording that discusses a primary source. These include textbooks, dictionaries, essays, and journal articles.

	Archaeology
	The study of human history and prehistory through the excavation of sites and the analysis of artefacts and remains.

	Civilisation
	A large group of people who share certain advanced ways of living and working.

	Hellenes
	The name the Ancient Greeks called themselves – they were named as the Greeks by the Romans much later in history.

	Polytheism
	The belief in or worship of more than one god.

	Hippocratic Oath
	An oath of ethics taken by doctors and physicians at the start of their careers.

	Democracy
	A system of government in which citizens have the power to participate in political decision-making.

	Ekklesia
	An assembly of citizens gathered together to make political decisions.

	Boule
	A council appointed in each city in Ancient Greece to run its daily affairs.

	Olympic Games
	A sports festival held every four years in Olympia in order to honour Zeus

	The Greek name for a city-state.

	Mediterranean Sea
	The sea which surrounded Ancient Greece.
